Never go into a supermarket hungry ! This is a good piece of advice. If you go shopping for food
before lunchtime, youll probably buy more than you plan to. Unfortunately, however, just this
advice isn't enough for consumers these days. Modem shoppers need an education in how and how
ot o buy things at the store. First, you check the weekly newspaper ads. Find out the items that
are on sale and decide if you really need these things. In other words, dor't buy anyhing just
because its cheaper than usual! “New and Improved!” or *All Natural” on the front of a package
influence you. Instead , read the lst of ingredients( H4}) on the back. Thind, compare prices: that
is, you should examine the prices of both different brands and different sizes of the same brand.

Another suggestion for consumers is to buy ordinary items instead of famous brands. Ordinary
items in supermarkets come in plain packages. These products are cheaper because producers don't
spend much money on packing o advertising. The quality, however, is usually as good as the
quality of well-known name brands. In the same way, in buying clothes, you can often find high

quality and low prices in brands that are not famous. Shopping

discount clothing stores can help
you save a lot of money. Although these stores aren't very attractive, and they usually do not have
individual dressing rooms., not only are the prices low, but you can often find the same famous
brands that you find in high-priced department stores.

Wise consumers read magazine ads and watch TV commercials, but they do this with one
advantage ; knowledge of the psychology behind the ads. In other words, well-informed consumers
watch for information and check for misinformation. They ask themselves questions: Is the advertiser
hiding something in small print at the bottom of the page? Is there any real information in the
commercial, or is the advertiser simply showing an attractive image? With the answers 1o these
questions, consumers can make a wise choice.

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November 24, 1859 was a special day in London. On that day, many Londoners rushed to a
bookstore to buy a book that was just published. The first printing of 1,250 copies sold out on the
first day.

The popular book was The Origin of Species ({#JF ¥ )) by British naturalist Charles
Darwin(1809—1882). In the book, Darwin argued that different forms of life could change over
time because of natural selection. This means that only those who are best suited to their
environment will live and reproduce. Darwin supported his arguments with examples he found during
his around-the-world trip in the 1830s.

The book laid the foundation of modern biology. It changed how other scientists understood the
appearance of life on Earth.

A hundred and fifty years later, Darwin's theory (¥2i¢) of natural selection still has great
influence in the world of science. But some people have a question: since medicine and modern life
have made people healthicr, are we still evolving (#4) by natural selection?

The answer is yes, according to Stephen Stems and his team of Yale University researchers.
They did a study on 2,238 women in the US. They found that shorter, heavier women have more
children than thinner, taller ones. This trend (# %) runs among their female children and
grandchildren. So if this continues, women in 400 years will be about 2cm shorter and a kilo
heavier. ’

Stems’ findings are supported by other scientists. For example, John Hawks at the University of
Wisconsin, US and his team believe they have found nearly 2,000 gene variations (#FE%ES) in
modem humans. Those variations allow people to drink milk, fight disease and improve brain
development.
