Eat rice brew（酒酿） in class? You must be joking. But that’s what happened in Hefei Hupo Middle School in Anhui. Junior 2 students there made their own rice brew to learn about fermentation（发酵）.

“The students have already learned the lesson in class. But they won’t really understand it until they make their own brew,” said Liang Wen, their biology teacher.

Students made the brew in groups. They first bought yeast （酵母）and cooked the rice. Then they mixed the rice and yeast carefully together in a big, clean bowl. (3) Some dinosaurs fed on plants, some on meat.

Step 3   What can you do with what you want to learn? By asking questions. On your paper, start writing down questions about the dinosaurs as you think of them:

(1) What’s the best weather for dinosaurs to live in?

(2) How many kinds of dinosaurs are there?

(3) Have dinosaurs really disappeared?

Step 4   Armed with your list of questions, you can now go to the nearest library or computer to begin your research. As you learn more about your subject, you’ll probably discover some new questions. For example, you might discover that dinosaurs disappeared about 65 million years ago. Why? What happened? Asking new questions can help you research your subject more widely.

The next time you find something interesting to research, take time to organize (组织) your thinking by asking good questions. And remember — learning more always brings more questions.

An American group developed the rooftop gardening in the early 1980s. The group  is known as ECHO. This idea was to help people living in cities who did not have land to grow vegetables. And now it is becoming more and more popular in many other countries. 

To build a rooftop garden, four things are necessary. You need a roof strong enough and four pieces of wood to build a box. Grass cutting in which to plant your garden and a thin piece of plastic on which to put the cut grass are also necessary.

Begin by testing(检测) your roof to make sure it is strong enough. Cut and collect some grass. Cover the roof with a thin piece of plastic. Then you build a box from the four piece of wood. The box  has no top or bottom. It should be about 8cm deep. It can be as long and as wide as needed. Put the box on the plastic. Then fill in with the cut grass. Water the grass and push it down by walking on it. After about three weeks, the rooftop box is ready for planting.

    Put the seeds (种子) directly into the wet grass. It is important that the grass is kept wet until the plants begin to grow. When the plants are growing, you will need to water them every  day unless it rains. And birds must be prevented from eating the seeds or new plants.  They will also need some liquid fertilizer (液体化肥). You can make your own liquid fertilizer if you can get waste from chickens. Put the chicken waste in a cloth bag. Then put the bag in a big container(容器) of  water. After about one week, the water becomes a good liquid fertilizer.

    The rooftop garden is a good place go grow peas, tomatoes and onions. If the box is deep enough, potatoes and carrots also will grow.

In our lesson today, we’re going to make a very simple graph. What is a graph? As the picture shows, we need an x-axis and a y-axis. Before the graph is made, some information should be collected. According to the information we get, we can mark some points on the graph. Then we will join these points together to see the change or the movement of something.

Jason went to Britain last month. In order to compare the weather in Britain with that in Hangzhou, he collected some information of the temperature in London. On the graph today, x-axis shows different times of the day, y-axis shows different temperatures. For example, if the temperature at 6 p.m. is 22℃, you can mark a point as the graph shows. Would you please listen to the information Jason collected carefully and mark the points we need?

At 12 p.m. on October15, the middle of the day, the temperature was 18℃. At 6 o’clock in the evening, the temperature goes down to 14℃. At 12 a.m. at midnight, the temperature reaches 10℃. At 6 a.m. on October 16, the temperature was 14℃. At noon, the temperature goes up to 18℃ again.

Now let’s join these points together slowly and smoothly. Then a nice graph is ready.
