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Volunteer work plays an important role in America’s high school education. A certain number of volunteer hours are a must for high schoolers. Great numbers of high school students are engaged in volunteer work for the purpose of having a promising future.
   Volunteer work is a critical part of college applications
   In America, the perfect score is not the only factor to be considered in college admission which becomes more and more competitive. High school students are finding that whether they have impressive volunteer experience or not tends to be a key factor. Princeton University once enrolled a girl who successfully sold a large quantity of girl scout cookies (女童军饼干). Instead of selling cookies in front of supermarkets or from door to door, the girl walked into a big company and asked to see the CEO. Beginning from the good taste of her cookies, she explained how the money would be used to help poor children and how the company would benefit if he bought her cookies. At last, her courage and wisdom impressed both the CEO and Princeton University.   
   Volunteering is a great preparation for future careers rather than picking a volunteer job randomly, some high school students choose activities based on potential careers or majors. Kymberly Bays is a high school graduate. Five days after she had received her high school diploma (毕业证书), she embarked(开始) on a journey to Africa for six weeks to be a volunteer teacher at a poor school. She also raised $1,000 through a part-time job to buy textbooks for the school. Since Kymberly wants to be a foreign news correspondent, she said the trip to Africa would help her learn more about adapting to foreign places and see how others live.

The Romantic Age was a time of great literary expansion and it provided writers a chance to truly speak from their soul to all readers. During the Romantic Age, there were many writers, but few who deserved recognition. Of these writers, there were Keats and Wordsworth. Both were alike, yet different in many ways. 
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 William Wordsworth found that the best way to express his feelings through sonnet(十四行诗)　was through a structure containing only one stanza（节）.Wordsworth compiled（汇编） everything together as if it were just spontaneous (自发的)thoughts written on a page. Also，Wordsworth used descriptive words to create a visual image of what he was describing. Wordsworth looked at the beauty of nature and its permanence, described it with great detail, and with that created poems that became images in the Romantic Age. 
   John Keats, however, felt that several stanzas were necessary to completely get his feelings onto paper. He looked at nature as if it were a work of art. He also felt that what was left unsaid was even more powerful than what was actually spoken. Although Keats did not think of nature as beauty and permanence like Wordsworth, he still created the poem format(格式) that gained much respect in the Romantic Age.

  There were many differences in the poems of Keats and Wordsworth. However, there were also many similarities. Personification（拟人） was used through many poems , especially the poems of Keats and Wordsworth. But along with personification, one aspect of the poems that stood out was the comparison of lifeless objects to women or a woman’s features.   

                    
     The Romantic Age provided a time for Keats and Wordsworth to expand on all that they had in their hearts. Though there were many differences in their techniques, they had the same passion for writing. With this passion, they created poems which are always remembered, and are often quoted when learning about the Romantic Age in literature.[

Beijing had its coldest morning in almost 40 years and its biggest snowfall since 1951. Britain is suffering through its longest cold snap(寒潮) since 1981. And freezing weather is hitting the US south. 

Whatever happened to global warming?            

Such weather doesn't seem to fit with warnings from scientists that the Earth is warming because of greenhouse gases. But experts say the coldness doesn't deny global warming at all - it's just a blip in the long-term heating trend. 
"It's part of natural variability," said Gerald Meehl, a senior scientist at the National Center for Atmospheric Research in Boulder, Colo. With global warming, he said, "we'll still have record cold temperatures. We'll just have fewer of them."

Scientists say man-made climate change does have the potential to cause more frequent and more severe weather extremes, such as heat waves, storms, floods, droughts and even coldness. But experts did not connect the current cold weather to climate change.

So what is going on?

"We basically have seen just a big outbreak of Arctic air over populated areas of the Northern Hemisphere”, Arndt said. In the atmosphere, large rivers of air travel 
roughly west to east around the globe between the Arctic and the tropics. But recently, this air flow has become bent into a pronounced a “z” pattern, moving from north and south. If you live in a place where it brings air up from the south, you get warm weather. In fact, record highs were reported this week in Washington state and Alaska.

But in some other unlucky parts of the globe, Arctic air is moving down from the north. And that's how you get the low temperature in Beijing, and 18 inches of snow in parts of Britain, where a member of Parliament who said the snow "clearly indicates a cooling trend" was laughed at by colleagues.

The “z” pattern arises naturally from time to time, but it is not clear why it's so strong right now, said Michelle L'Heureux, a meteorologist at the Climate Prediction Center of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration. The center says the pattern should begin to weaken in a week or two.
