Later on, Ms.Clcary became a library worker, One day,a student asked her where he could find books
about children like himself.She got to know there weren't many books about ordinary(iZ&#9)children,and she set
out to write them.

Ms.Cleary wrote until she was 83. writing over 40 books in all. This April 12,she turned 103.More than 91
million(& J7)copies of her books have been sold,and the stories have been changed into many different languages.
